	1.1 Initiate and transmit a ship-to-shore security alert to a competent authority designated by the administration, which in these circumstances may include the Company;

	1.2 not send the ship security alert to any other ships

	1.3 not raise any alarm on-board the ship; and

	1.4 continue the ship security alert until deactivated and/or reset

	2. The SSAS shall be capable of being activated from the navigation bridge and in at least one other location 
	 FORMDROPDOWN 


	3. The activation points should be protected against inadvertent operation. It should not be necessary for the user to remove seals or to break any lid or cover in order to operate any control.

	4. The activation points should operate a radio system such that transmission of the security alert does not require any adjustment of the radio system, i.e. tuning of channels, setting of modes or menu options

	5. The operation of the SSAS should not impair the functionality of the GMDSS installation 
	 FORMDROPDOWN 


	6. The transmission initiated by SSAS activation points should include a unique code/identifier indicating that the alert has not been generated in accordance with GMDSS distress procedures

	7. The transmission should include the ship identity and current position associated with a date and time
	 FORMDROPDOWN 


	8. Where the SSAS is powered from the ship's main source of electrical power, it should, in addition, be possible to operate the system from an alternative source of power
